Who wants to be a volunteer?


Being a volunteer is for sure not an easy task. You need to have some time and a lot of motivation and energy to take up this activity. Then you must work hard and you don’t get any money. So you may ask yourself a question: why should I even start thinking about this?


There are many reasons why people decide to become volunteers. First of all, they feel that they do something good for people in need and for their community and this makes them proud and more self-confident. Secondly, they can learn or develop many new skills, which may help them in their future career. Abilities such as problem solving, project planning and teamwork are very often used in the work of a volunteer, but you may also learn some medicine or public speaking. Finally, volunteering connects you to others, it allows you to make new friends and meet talented and passionate people.


‘It all seems very interesting, but I can’t leave school or go away for a long time’ you may think. In this case virtual volunteering might be something for you. This type of volunteering, called also online volunteering, started with Project Gutenberg - an online library of books, which everybody can download and read for free. The volunteers who worked for this project typed the texts of the books and then sent the digital versions to the site. But online volunteering includes many other activities, e.g. translating documents, designing graphics and websites or editing videos. So if you spend a lot of time in front of your screen, you may as well spend it on doing something good. 


 





Living on the edge of the world





If you go to Great Britain and you want to see the most distant island but still meet someone living there, you should definitely visit Foula. It is three miles west of Shetland and as far to the north as St Petersburg in Russia. To the west and the north, there are five enormous hills and the highest cliffs in the country. Often it is so windy that the birds fly backwards.





Twice a week, when the weather seems fine a ferry visits Foula, but we are arriving on the small plane that also brings important products for the island’s population. The island has got  no shops,  it doesn’t  even have a pub, there’s  just a tiny post-office. Twenty or so people live on its 23 square kilometres including a 90 year old. There is also a classics professor.





Not everyone uses the products from the outside. Amy Ratter, 32, grows her own vegetables, raises animals, and owns a pony called Piper. After years away at school and living in London, she asked herself. ‘What on earth am I doing over there, working for someone else?’ Now she lives in her grandfather’s old cottage and works for the water company, and is a member of the fire brigade. She likes to spend most of her time looking after her four farms. She believes that hard work is the key to happiness.





Up in the north, pony owner and bird watcher Penny Gear doesn’t regret her decision to come back to her childhood home. ‘I love the freedom, the beauty, the nature, the life.’ Her sons go to the school and are its only two pupils! Sometimes, she goes and watches the huge waves. It’s an amazing experience. She occasionally wishes for an easier life, but never thinks of living anywhere else.
